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A wide range of research is performed to ensure the safety of surgical treatment for gastrointestinal
cancers and to develop new strategies to overcome the limitations of current surgical procedures. To
ensure the safety of liver resection, we conduct clinical studies to examine the relationships between
perioperative management and postoperative complications and hospital stay, clinical studies to examine
the effect of surgical techniques on prognosis in pancreatic resection, and basic research using molecular
biological techniques on resected gastrointestinal cancer specimens. As a practical training class,
students will directly participate in these studies as a member of the research team to cultivate research
techniques, skills, problem—solving methods, and logical thinking, as well as to write a thesis.
